A DIOS TODA LA GLORIA

Una caracteristica peculiar de la primera parte del Evan-
gelio seguin san Marcos es que en general Jesus obra un mi-
lagro y luego le dice al beneficiario del milagro que no se lo
cuente a nadie. Se ha especulado mucho al respecto: Marcos
esta preparando el terreno para el gran “secreto” que se re-
velara cuando Pedro proclame que Jesus es el Mesias en Ce-
sarea de Filipo; otros comentaristas mas escépticos sostienen
que Jesus, quien era plenamente consciente de su naturaleza
humana, sabia que la mejor manera de difundir la Buena
Nueva era pidiéndole a las personas que la mantuvieran en
secreto. La reflexion de esta manera de guardar el secreto
que nos resulta muy util, sin embargo, es que Jesus estaba
comenzando su ministerio publico de la forma en que descri-
be Pablo: lo estaba haciendo por la gloria de Dios, no para
beneficio propio sino para beneficio de todos. Pablo después
escribiria a los filipenses que Jesus “se rebajé a si mismo”
para parecerse a nosotros. Y vemos como esta humildad se
pone en practica hoy en la curacién del leproso. Jesus esta
intentando revelar la presencia del Reino de Dios entre las
personas, no para recibir gloria sino para que Dios fuera glo-
rificado por él. Imitar esta forma de obrar, lo cual Pablo su-
giere que hagan las facciones judias y griegas cristianas de

Corintio, todavia nos resulta muy util hoy.
